7. String for stick, if possible (small diameter rope 5 feet long) 
8. Saddle of your choice and pad. 
9. Notepad, if desired, however handouts will be provided. 

 
Sherry will ask participants to ride in a rope halter. We will be in an enclosed small arena. 
However, if you are uncomfortable with this, bridles may be used.  When using a bridle, Sherry 
prefers a snaffle bit, as you will be doing lateral movements.  The aforementioned equipment can 
be purchased at www.parelli.com, www.horsingaroundllc.com, www.naturalhorsesupply.com, 
www.silverdollarqh.com or if in the Omaha area, JM4 Ranch has similar carrot sticks.
